ASC U.S. Service Rifle Match

Clinic - March 21,2009

Match - March 29,2009
This is not a CMP sanctioned match, however it will conform to the John C. Garand Match Course A
outlined in the CMP Competition Rules 12 Edition, 2008.
SPONSOR: The Airfield Shooting Club (ASC), at the Airfield 4-H Center, Wakefield, Virginia
CLINIC: There will be a U.S. Service Rifle clinic on March 21* beginning at 12:00 noon at the ASC range. The
clinic is free and is open to all competitors. The purpose is twofold: first to familiarize new competitors with their
rifles, such as if recently purchased from CMP; and second for competitors to zero (sight in) their rifles prior to the
match.
RULES: Rules will be as printed in the latest edition of the CMP Competition Rules Book.
ELIGIBILITY: Open to anyone. NRA and Virginia State Shooting Association membership is encouraged.
ENTRY: Registration by either using the attached mail-in form or the day of the match. Squadding will begin at
8:30am and close at 9:00am. For general information see our club and the U.S. Service Rifle Match web page at
http://www.airfieldshootingclub.org or contact Mr. Carl Dominic at email cdjjjdominic@yverizon.net.
ENTRY FEES: A single $5.00 fee for members and $10.00 for non-members for entry in the match will be
charged.
RIFLE: MIA, MI Garand, M| Carbine, M1903 Springfield, M1917, and U.S. Krag.
AMMUNITION: Competitors may use any safe ammunition of their own. Ammunition determined not safe, such
as old and corroded will not be allowed. Ammunition for 30-06 will be available for purchase from the club. Cali-
ber 7.62x51 (.308), 30 M| Carbine, and 30-40 Krag ammunition is not available for purchase from the club. Abso-
lutely no armor piercing or tracer ammunition.
CHAMBER FLAG: An Empty Chamber Indicator (ECI) must be used. The rifle must be removed from the firing
line with an ECl in place before the rifle is put into a case. ECls are available for purchase for $1.00.
RELAYS: Relays will form up and consist of 8 shooters, a total of 4 relays and 32 shooters for the match. There
will be a relay shooting and the next relay at the ready behind the firing line. The ready relay will spot and score for
the shooting relay.
SCORING: Scoring will be done by the competitors with targets on the frames. The ready relay will score for the
shooting relay and switch. For example the |* relay fires and the 2™ relay scores, then they switch out with the 2™
relay firing and the |* relay scoring. There is no rifle pit (butts) at the ASC so scoring will be done at the comple-
tion of each relay during cease fire.
SIGHTING: Five rounds may be fired in any position, with or without a support before each relay. This will be
your only sight in period during the match.
COURSE:
John C. Garand Match Course A consisting of 30 shots for score fired at 100 yards.
Sighting: 5 shots not for score, any firing position, single feed, SRI target, 5 minutes.
Stage |: 10 shots for score, prone, single feed, SR1 target, 10 minutes.
Stage 2: 10 shots for score, prone from standing, SR target, 70 seconds, with clip change.
Stage 3: 10 shots for score, standing, single feed, SR target, 10 minutes.
Match: Aggregate of stages |, 2, and 3. 30 shots total.
COACHING: Coaching is permitted and experienced shooters are encouraged to assist new shooters.
DIRECTIONS to ASC and the Airfield 4H Center: Take Route 460 to Wakefield. East bound traffic turn
right at the signal light on Route 628. West bound traffic turn left at the signal light on Route 628. Go 5 1/2 miles
on Route 628. Turn right onto Turkey Pen Road and go 3/4 of a mile. The 4-H Center entrance is on the left.
Once you've entered the Center, the road to the range will be your first left.
IF POSSIBLE PLEASE BRING YOUR OWN SPOTTING SCOPE, GROUND MAT, AND PEN OR
PENCIL. A folding or camp chair is recommended.
